The Roman legion in imperial times consisted of about 5500 legionaries.
The legion itself was divided into ten cohorts. Cohorts 2 to 10 were each
of about 500 legionaries whilst the first cohort was larger with some 800
men. Each cohort had its own standard bearer (signifer) and a
horn-blower (Cornicen), who was used to sound commands to the troops.
